Use considerations

e Can perform well in Canberra where sufficient moisture is available

e Drysites can lead to extensive crown terminal branchlet death and burnt leaves

¢ High frost tolerance, but low drought tolerance

e Needs richer, deeper soils with adequate soil moisture but dislikes waterlogging
Requires full sun

e Medium longevity but depends on available moisture

e Moderate growth rate

e Low flammability

e Leaves can be affected by a rust fungus, however this is not a significant problem in
Canberra

e Requires careful pruning when mature, as does not readily reshoot

e Vigorous root growth

e Produces pollen and is wind pollinated
