Registration Criteria that presently apply, other criteria may apply after further assessment.

(2) Landscape and aesthetic value

The object of this value is to identify trees that are of particular importance to the community due to their substantial contribution to the surrounding landscape.

A tree may be considered to be of landscape and aesthetic value if it is situated in a prominent location when viewed from a public place and it:

(a) contributes significantly to the surrounding landscape based on its overall form, structure, vigour and aesthetic values; or

(b) represents an outstanding example of the species, including age, size or habit; or

(c) is an exceptional example of a locally native species that reached maturity prior to urban development in its immediate vicinity.

Statement against the Criteria

Tree Protection Unit officers have nominated this stand of remnant eucalypts for inclusion to the ACT Tree Register under landscape and aesthetic value criteria.  The stand of trees consists of 22 Eucalyptus mannifera trees and one remnant Eucalyptus blakelyi.  While this block also has several other planted trees and a lot of Cootamundra wattle, this registration is to protect the endemic native species specific to the local region which have significant habitat qualities.  Because habitat trees are usually declining it is critical that the trees be managed in a way that benefits both wildlife and the community at large.  These declining trees are located in the middle of Mitchell on a block designated as urban open space, although it has not been made into a formal park.  The block is undeveloped and retains many remnant trees.  These trees are important because they provide shelter, forging and nesting sites for arboreal mammals and birds as well as having value for the ornithological community and possibly a seed resource for future suburban re-planting programs.
