(2) Landscape and aesthetic value

The object of this value is to identify trees that are of particular importance to the community due to their substantial contribution to the surrounding landscape.

A tree may be considered to be of landscape and aesthetic value if it is situated in a prominent location when viewed from a public place and it:

(a) contributes significantly to the surrounding landscape based on its overall form, structure, vigour and aesthetic values; or

(b) represents an outstanding example of the species, including age, size or habit; or

(c) is an exceptional example of a locally native species that reached maturity prior to urban development in its immediate vicinity.

(3) Scientific value

The object of this value is to identify trees that are of particular importance to the community due to values associated with their ecological, genetic or botanical significance or ability to substantially contribute to the scientific body of knowledge and understanding.

A tree may be considered to be of scientific value when it:

 (a) is evidence of the former range limits or extent of the species or  an ecological community; or

 (b) is endangered or vulnerable species that is endemic to the Territory or local region now reduced in range or abundance; or

(c) demonstrates a likelihood of providing information which will contribute significantly to a wider understanding of natural history by virtue of its use as a research site, teaching site, type locality or benchmark site; or

(d) is of botanical or genetic value and is not well represented elsewhere in the Territory; or

(e) is a significant habitat element for a threatened native species.
Statement against the Criteria

This group of remnant tree has been nominated due to its exceptional landscape and aesthetic values as a group of locally native species that reached maturity prior to urban development in the area.  The group is located in a prominent location (on a main road and close to the Gungahlin Town Centre) and provides habitat for many local bird species. A number of bird species were observed during the assessment of this group, including eastern rosellas, crimson rosellas and native myna.
This group is dominated by Eucalyptus melliodora and Eucalyptus blakelyi which is representative of the Yellow Box/Red Gum Grassy woodland - an endangered ecological community within the ACT region.

Site Description

· The group of trees in located on Block 1 Section 230 Gungahlin and is adjacent to Anthony Rolfe Avenue.  The block will be developed in the near future.

Specific Conditions
1. A number of trees will require removal when the block is developed as the group will be incorporated into a landscaped urban park area.  Tree removal will be approved in line with the attached plan (Please see Attachment A).  Any additional proposals for removal must be approved by the Conservator of Flora and Fauna.

2. A Tree Management Plan must be submitted to the Conservator for approval before the commencement of any development of the site.  Where possible, paths must be constructed on the surface (no excavation is permitted). Raised beds above natural ground level are permitted within the natural canopy of the tree provided soil level increases do not exceed 100mm.  

3. Regular inspections should be undertaken by a qualified arborist to ensure the retained trees remains in good condition.  (Five-year intervals would be considered appropriate).

4. Proposed minor and major pruning must be referred to the Tree Protection Unit for approval by way of a Tree Damaging Activity form.
5. Lopping is not permitted.

6. The installation of irrigation should not include trenching within 5 metres of the natural canopy of the tree.  Above ground dripper systems are permitted.

7. Any pruning or proposed groundwork which may affect the health of the tree or requires work greater than the conditions listed shall be brought to the attention of the Tree Protection Unit for further assessment.
